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The regular board meeting was called to order at 7:30 p.m. by Barb Seely.  Board members Evan Coren, Marguerite Walsh, Fred Niziol, Lorraine Kelly and Sara Dillier were present.  Council Representative Shari Zaret arrived at 7:50 p.m. Village Manager Anne Brinker and Operations Coordinator Jill Bartos were also present.  
APPROVAL OF AGENDA & MINUTES

The agenda was approved unanimously.  The minutes of the May 6, 2009 board meeting were approved unanimously as written.
RESIDENT SPEAK OUT
There were no residents present for Resident Speak Out.
APPROVAL OF ELECTION RESULTS
Anne handed out the results of the 2009 KC Village Elections (file copy attached).  Marguerite made a motion, seconded by Lorraine, to accept the results of the 2009 Kings Contrivance Village Elections.  The motion passed unanimously.

DISCUSSION OF VILLAGE BOARD GOALS

The board discussed last year’s goals.  Changes and additions were made by the board.  Anne will make the revisions for the board to approve at the next meeting (file copy attached).  The board decided that a work session should be held during the next board meeting to discuss how to measure whether or not the 2008 board goals were met.
BOARD MEMBER RENTAL POLICY
This discussion was postponed indefinitely.  
BOARD MEMBER SPEAK OUT
Fred told members about an online company called Café Press which sells personalized items such as t-shirts, coffee cups, and hats with a flat $12 fee to upload an image (of a company’s logo).  This would allow items to be sold individually, instead of having to place large orders.  Residents would also be able to order from the site.  Barb asked board members to visit the website and see the types of items for sale.  
Sara spoke about the recent Building a Better Columbia Summit saying she wished it lasted longer.  Shari said that CA is planning quarterly meetings.  Evan pointed out that the HC Planning Board report for ZRA102 is available online.  Anne has also emailed this link to board members.
COUNCIL REP’S REPORT

Shari said that the BBC Summit reflects a new receptivity on the part of CA as a whole and that it was a much better organized meeting, thanks to Fred requesting professional facilitators.  She reported that she is a member of the External Relations Committee which met this evening to elect the chair and vice-chair.  At the Staff Retreat on May 16th, a new spirit of cooperation between the board and the CEO was generated.  Shari’s suggestion that CA board members seize opportunities to celebrate the board’s success was greeted with enthusiasm.  At the Strategy Session on May 19th, members reviewed the strategic document, discussed the need to look 2-5 years ahead, and talked about narrowing their focus to three issues.  
Shari said that the External Relations Committee has put together CA Board testimony for ZRA102, however they have postponed taking action until after June 1, when Kimco makes their submission to the HC Planning Board.  There will be a special board meeting on June 9th, to address ZRA102 in light of Kimco’s submission and make any needed changes to CA’s testimony.  Regarding complaints received about the lack of maintenance on downtown Columbia property owned by WCI, the board will ask legal counsel to determine who is responsible. 
CHAIR’S REPORT

Barb has received an invitation for the board to attend the CA Board Member Induction Ceremony on May 28th.  Everyone except Lorraine and Shari are able to attend.  Barb read a thank you note received from Covenant Advisor, Stephanie Moore, for the flowers sent to her after her knee surgery.
MANAGER’S REPORT

The manager’s report (file copy attached) was submitted in writing.  *Item #3:  Several board members will be able to help with payroll while Anne is on maternity leave.  *Item #5:  Anne showed the board the colorful CA Monthly Calendar advertisement, highlighting village special events, which will be published monthly in the Columbia Flier.  *Item #8:  CA is looking into joining a recycling co-op through the Chamber of Commerce.  Anne estimated the cost at approximately $624, depending on what CA is able to negotiate.  *Item #9:  Sean Harbaugh will keep us updated regarding the Watershed Advisory Committee while we are without a representative.  *Item #10:  Anne noted that the office will be closed on Saturday and Monday of Memorial Day Weekend.
