KINGS CONTRIVANCE BOARD MEETING MINUTES

The regular board meeting was called to order at 7:30 p.m. by Barb Seely.  Board members Evan Coren, Lorraine Kelly, Fred Niziol, and Sara Dillier, Council Representative Shari Zaret, Village Manager Anne Brinker, and Operations Coordinator Jill Bartos were present.  Board member Marguerite Walsh was absent.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA AND MINUTES

The agenda was approved unanimously, postponing board goals worksession and moving up the Council Representative’s Report to #3.  The amended minutes of the July 15, 2009 board meeting were approved.
RESIDENT SPEAK OUT

Sara announced that the County is going to begin blasting August 10th along the Little Patuxent River, near Vollmerhausen Dr., for the parallel sewer pipeline project.  Anne has contacted Howard County regarding their poor notification procedures and has also been in touch with Council Representative Jen Terrasa.  Areas near Huntington East and South will be affected.  Discussion followed.  
COUNCIL REP’S REPORT

Shari reported on recent CA committee meetings:
· On August 6, the ERC will prepare their recommendations for CB29
· The budget timeline was pushed back to September 9th for the initial public session.  Phil Nelson instituted a new budget process with CA staff, which will allow more time for initial staff review (and allow notices to be published twice in the Crown Prints).  The 10-year forecasting document means long range forecasting especially regarding capital projects (such as dredging, developing of Symphony Woods and Lakefront development).  The budget process will be ongoing from mid-August to December, however a public session was pushed back to January to get more input.
· Symphony Woods – Shari attended a meeting today regarding removal of unsafe trees which have been flagged.
· On August 20th  at 6:30 pm, there will be a public meeting regarding the proposed development of the Symphony Woods park, sponsored by the ERC and the CA Board.  Shari suggested another meeting be held in September.

· Board Operations committee will review committee charters and make changes regarding how agenda items are scheduled.  A second board retreat may be held in November this year.
· The ERC will continue to monitor BRAC and how it would impact housing, transportation, emergency medical services and schools.  (Lorraine said that there was never any follow-up on the findings of the bus rides which all county agencies were asked to participate in over a year ago.  Shari will look into finding the results as they would be useful for CA when working at transportation) The ERC will also look at chartering a legislative advisory committee of Columbia residents.
· Planning & Strategy committee will have a budget meeting on October 7th; testimony will be heard on September 9.
DISCUSSION OF CA CAPITAL PROJECTS

Anne reviewed the results of a recent facility inspection by CA (file copy attached).  Discussion followed.  Barb requested that renovating the bathrooms be added to the list of projects.  The board would also like money to be set aside for Community Organizer positions.  Anne will fill out the request form and send to board members for comments.
BOARD MEMBER SPEAK OUT

Fred asked for a copy of the Community Organizer job description.  Barb asked Shari to obtain a copy of the task force report on the CO position.
Evan said that during the Planning & Strategy meeting this evening, he requested that CA join in Preservation Maryland, adding promenade buildings at the lakefront to their list.
Lorraine complained that the traffic signs in front of Harris Teeter are still being moved.  Anne said she will email Kimco again.  Lorraine said that she didn’t see any hard copies of the community survey at the Huntington Deli.  Anne said that she dropped off 200 copies recently.  The deadline is the end of December.
CHAIR’S REPORT

Barb read a letter received from River Hill Community Assn. regarding CB-29, which states that they think the current bill is still flawed and should not be approved without modifications.

MANAGER’S REPORT

The manager’s report (file copy attached) was submitted in writing.  *Item #1:  Lorraine made a motion, seconded by Sara to approve a free use of the Amherst House on August 22 for Hollie Mlynarczyk’s memorial service.  The motion passed unanimously.  The board discussed donating $50 to a charity of Mike Mlynarczyk’s choice and planting a tree outside Amherst House in her memory.  *Item #6:  The board discussed several muggings which have occurred in Dickinson recently which are being actively investigated by the police.  *Item #9:  Anne is working on the temporary sandwich board sign issue in the village center.  

The Orthodox Church of St. Matthew is having a Multi-cultural Festival on October 3 & 4 and has asked if KCCA would like to be a sponsor, which includes advertising in their pamphlet (file copy attached).  After discussion, Fred made a motion, seconded by Lorraine, to be a sponsor at the Friend level ($100).  The motion passed unanimously.
