KINGS CONTRIVANCE BOARD MEETING MINUTES

REGULAR BOARD MEETING

The regular board meeting was called to order at 7:30 p.m. by Barb Seely.  Board members Marguerite Walsh, Evan Coren, Fred Niziol, and Sara Dillier, Council Representative Shari Zaret, Village Manager Anne Brinker and Operations Coordinator Jill Bartos were present.  Board member Lorraine Kelly was absent.  Jen Terrasa, HC Council, also attended.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA AND MINUTES

The agenda was approved unanimously, removing architectural items and postponing board goals worksession.  The minutes of the June 11 and June 17, 2009 board meeting were approved with Fred Niziol abstaining.
RESIDENT SPEAK OUT

Marguerite spoke out about three sandwich signs displayed by merchants in the village center.  They are chained to poles, look seedy and contain advertising.  Discussion followed.  Anne will register a formal complaint with Kimco asking that the signs be unchained, taken in at night and should contain no advertising beyond the name of the store.  She will also notify Kimco of the small temporary McDonald’s sign which have recently appeared.  Anne stated that GGP is hiring a company to do site visits of all their properties, including village centers (see Manager’s Report, Item #2).   
DISCUSSION OF HC OFFICE OF ENVIRONMENTAL SUSTAINABILITY PILOT PARTNERSHIP PROJECT
Fred Niziol reported that he spoke with Lindsay Leiterman and Gary Weinberg at the HC Office of Environmental Sustainability about the goals for the partnership project.  The project is an initiative to disseminate information about best practices and will also look at how sustainability efforts would impact homeowner’s associations.  Fred has volunteered to be on this committee.  Discussion followed.  Shari made a motion, seconded by Evan, that Kings Contrivance Community Association participate in this pilot project with the HC Office of Environmental Sustainability.  The motion passed unanimously.
UPDATE ON TWO AMENDMENTS TO CB29-2009 (Addition to Agenda)

Jen Terrasa informed the board of two amendments to CB29-2009 which will be reviewed on Monday, July 6 by the HC Zoning Board.  Kimco’s amendment recommends that each village hold a Village Center Concept Planning Workshop prior to pre-submission meetings.  Jen’s amendment proposes that each village submit their “Village Center Community Vision” to the planning board within 60 days of a developer filing a notice of intent to develop.  Lengthy discussion followed about the zoning board process and the need for villages to create their master plan “vision” ahead of time so it will be in place when needed.  
BOARD MEMBER SPEAK OUT

There was no board member speak out.
COUNCIL REP’S REPORT

Shari reported on several CA Board and committee meetings:

· June 18th - Raffia gave a financial orientation to new CA board members

· June 22nd - the Audit Committee worked on ways to examine internal auditing of CA

· June 25th & 26th - the CA Board, along with Phil Nelson, examined the President’s goals, objectives and evaluation system.  For the first time, the objectives are directly linked to the CA Strategic Plan.  The motion to accept the evaluation form passed with a few amendments.
· The Performance Oversight Committee hosted a CA Quality Hearing.  There is a Quality Improvement plan in place and reports will be made directly to Phil Nelson.
The External Relations Committee will meet on July 2nd.  One item they will review is a proposal for a residential advisory subcommittee to report to CA regarding zoning recommendations. Shari is concerned that this creates another layer which would add extra time to the process.
CHAIR’S REPORT

Barb encouraged members to attend the CA Volunteer Party on August 1 and the KC Pool Party on August 6.  Marguerite will be out of town during both events.
MANAGER’S REPORT

The manager’s report (file copy attached) was submitted in writing.  *Item #3:  Anne displayed the Huntington playground plan for the board.  The ribbon-cutting ceremony will be held between September 1-15.  The colors of the equipment will be forest green and tan.  *Item #4:  Anne showed the board the color CA ad which was printed in the Columbia Flier.  She will pass along board members’ comments that red and green print is difficult to read.  *Item #9:  Mr. Whang asked that the Huntington Deli & Mart survey run for six months, instead of three, and asked for paper copies of the survey to display at the deli.  
Barb asked for an update on the planned renovation of the sound walls in the Huntington Room.  Anne said Dennis Mattey is looking into covering the existing panels with fabric which could probably be completed during this fiscal year, in March of 2010.  Anne will check the maintenance schedule to see if there are any other capital projects the board needs to request from CA.  Shari asked about recycling pickup, which the county no longer pays for.  CA joined the Chamber of Commerce Co-operative and our recycling is now picked up once a week at $6 per lift.
