KINGS CONTRIVANCE BOARD MEETING MINUTES

REGULAR BOARD MEETING

WEDNESDAY, JUNE 17, 2009

The regular board meeting was called to order at 7:30 p.m. by Barb Seely.  Board members Marguerite Walsh, Evan Coren, Sara Dillier, and Lorraine Kelly, Council Representative Shari Zaret, Village Manager Anne Brinker and Operations Coordinator Jill Bartos were present.  Resident Pat Fuhrer and the CA Pool Staff also attended.  Board member Fred Niziol was absent.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA AND MINUTES

The agenda was approved unanimously.  The minutes of the June 3, 2009 board meeting were approved unanimously.  
RESIDENT SPEAK OUT

Resident Pat Fuhrer informed the board about an Organizing for America-Health Care meeting she attended.  At that meeting, she agreed to organize a local meeting where village residents may come and write letters to their Congressional representatives asking them to work for affordable health care (see attachments).  Pat will supply the writing supplies and stamps.  She asked for a free use of the Amherst House lobby for an hour on Saturday morning, June 27.  After discussion and suggestions on advertising the event, Evan made a motion, seconded by Lorraine, to grant a free use of the Amherst House lobby for the letter-writing campaign.  The motion passed unanimously.
INTRODUCTION OF POOL STAFF
Ken Zachmann, Eastside Lifequard Supervisor, introduced two of the pool managers: Preston Wolter, manager of Dickinson, Huntington and Macgill’s Common Pools and Alex Hurst, manager of Dickinson Pool.  Two other managers not present are Mike Murray, Macgill’s Common Pool and Marina Metzler, Huntington Pool.  Alex reported that Dickinson received new towels and umbrellas as well as a new pump for the mushroom water feature.  In the fall, Huntington is scheduled to receive new decking that drains.  Board members discussed the improved parking at Dickinson Pool and asked if there are plans for further renovation of any pools.  Ken stated that as pools are refurbished, they will be converted from painted surfaces to plaster.  Our village pools are currently being cleaned using chlorine, however UV, which is used at the indoor pools in addition to chlorine, is more effective and Ken expects UV to eventually replace chlorine.  He also said that a new computer system is being developed which will give residents the ability to load money on a pool card.  
APPROVAL OF FY09 END OF THE YEAR FINANCIAL REPORT

Anne presented the End of the Year Financial Report for FY09, reviewing certain items and answering questions.  After discussion, Lorraine made a motion, seconded by Sara, to approve the End of the Year Financial Report.  The motion passed unanimously.  

APPROVAL OF END OF THE YEAR FACILITY USE REPORT

Anne presented the End of the Year Facility Use Report for FY09.  After board review, Lorraine made a motion, seconded by Marguerite, to accept the FY09 End of the Year Facility Use Report.  The motion passed unanimously.

WORK SESSION ON BOARD GOALS
The board decided to postpone this session until the next meeting on July 1st.
BOARD MEMBER SPEAK OUT

Evan said that the special board meeting held with Jen Terrasa was very productive and that Calvin Ball, HC Council, stated that the best testimony given on June 15th at the public hearing for CB29-2009 was from our village.  Discussion followed about the testimony and whether or not specific numbers should have been included.  
COUNCIL REP’S REPORT

Shari reported that at a recent meeting of the External Relations Committee, members coordinated the testimony for CB29 which the board approved.  The Columbia Watershed proposal was approved by the CA board.  The Performance Oversight Committee is working on the goals and objectives for the President.  Evan said that there has been a delay in press releases from CA which should go out immediately.  Shari said she will report to the CA board about timeliness and the process for notifying the community.  The Planning and Strategy Committee is moving ahead with the Symphony Woods plans.  
Shari said that a suggestion was made requesting senior pricing for CA memberships, including part-time memberships for those who reside in Columbia for only part of the year.  Discussion followed.  Board members made suggestions about monthly memberships or packages of tickets for a certain number of visits to a facility.  Shari said that on June 22nd the Audit Committee will make a presentation.

Barb had nothing to report.
MANAGER’S REPORT

The manager’s report (file copy attached) was submitted in writing.  *Item #6:  The Senior’s Luncheon will be held on June 30th from 11-1pm.  *Item #9:  Barb made a motion, seconded by Lorraine, to appoint Ron Vance as the Watershed Advisory Committee representative for Kings Contrivance.  The motion passed unanimously.  *Item #12:  Town Center gave us their extra recycling container to use at the Meeting Room.  *Item #13:  Anne is preparing for a financial audit to be conducted this summer.  *Item #14:  The new website is close to completion.  Huntington Deli and Market is still interested in surveying residents about the possibility of alcohol being sold at the deli.  *Item #15:  Barb asked Anne to have Stuart send her a sample of the floor tile.
