APPROVAL OF AGENDA AND MINUTES

The amended agenda was approved unanimously, adding a discussion with Kimco and Jen Terrasa regarding Council Bill 29.  The minutes of the May 20, 2009 board meeting were approved unanimously.  
RESIDENT SPEAK OUT

There were no residents present for Resident Speak Out.
DISCUSSION OF BILL 29(ZRA 102)
Geoff Glazer introduced himself and Kevin Allen.  He explained that he is visiting all the village boards prior to the initial June 15th & 16th public hearing for CB29-2009 in order to discuss Kimco’s submission to the HC Zoning Board.  Kimco reworked ZRA102 into the proposed CB29 to include comments from the HC Planning Board.  CB29 is intentionally broad and does not state specifics to allow for differences between villages.  Geoff said that the staff members of the Planning Department are experts in planning and that they are usually in place for years which promotes continuity.  Geoff answered questions from board members and discussion followed about such items as removing GGP as the gatekeeper and landowners being able to petition village boundaries.  
Jen said that she would like to meet with the board to review CB29 and discuss each point.  She wants to know what types of restraints the board wants the council to be able to exercise.  The board decided to hold a special board meeting at Amherst House on June 11th at 8:30 p.m. to meet with Jen and discuss testimony for CB29-2009.

Anne will put together a fact sheet containing general information about our village and Fred will contact them to find out how we can be involved.
