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REGULAR BOARD MEETING

WEDNESDAY, MARCH 17, 2010

The regular board meeting was called to order at 7:30 p.m. by Barb Seely.  Board members Fred Niziol, Marguerite Walsh, and Sara Dillier, Council Representative Shari Zaret, Village Manager Anne Brinker, and Covenant Advisor Stephanie Moore were present.  Board member Lorraine Kelly was absent.  Seven residents and eleven children attended.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA & MINUTES

The agenda was approved unanimously.   The minutes of the March 3, 2010 board meeting were approved unanimously.
RESIDENT SPEAK OUT

Mr. Hobson read in the Columbia Flier that CA may close 20% of the tot lots.  He and several other residents from the Wood Valley Community Assn. spoke out in favor of keeping KC1 open.  Shari explained that due to the high cost of maintaining tot lots, some in older neighborhoods may be changed to other mixed uses.  A community meeting will be held to discuss which lots might be changed and an online survey could be used to poll residents.  Barb stated that since the tot lot owned by Wood Valley was closed that the board will fight to keep KC1 open.  The children chanted, “Save Our Fun, Keep KC1.”  Mr. Hobson gave board members copies of a video he made of children using the tot lot.  Anne received verbal approval to put a picture of residents and their children into the Crown Prints when we organize a meeting of residents about tot lots.
ARCHITECTURAL ISSUE – 15 DAY VIOLATION
7896 Savage Guilford Rd - Since the resident has not applied for the shed and the owner has not contacted our office, the board voted unanimously to send a 15-day violation notice to the owner.
APPROVAL OF THIRD QUARTER FINANCIAL REPORTS
Anne presented the third quarter financial reports, reviewing certain items and answering questions.  After discussion, the board voted unanimously to approve the following reports:  Capital Budget-Current Projects; Explanations for Variances; Statements of Financial Position; Summary Statements of Activities and the Detailed Statements of Activities.

FRED NIZIOL-PRESENTATION OF KC RESIDENT FORUM
Fred presented his ideas for a KC Residents Forum (file copy attached).  He envisions these forums as a bridge between residents, their homeowner’s assn. and Kings Contrivance.  The format would be a modified town hall style where a board member moderates the session, but would not be an official board meeting.  Fred offered information on three different types of forums:  Issue, Educational and Open Forums.  The topic to be discussed would determine which forum to use.  Discussion followed about ways to find out what topics residents would like to talk about, including online surveys and questionnaires handed out during elections and other special events.  Marguerite made a motion, seconded by Sara, to have the board pursue development of the Kings Contrivance Residents Forum.  The motion passed unanimously.  
BOARD MEMBER SPEAK OUT
· Sara is coordinating the board presentation to the Cub Scouts which may occur in April or May
· Marguerite reported that the light pole on Eden Brook is leaning.  Anne will report it to BGE.
· Barb stated that she has seen markings on Vollmerhausen Rd.  Anne will contact the county to find out if they are beginning installation of the new street lights.

COUNCIL REP’S REPORT

Shari reported: 
· At a recent CA Board meeting, many residents spoke out about the widening of Rt. 29 near Oakland Mills, stating that affected residents were not notified of the project
· The next village roundtable, during the ERC meeting, will take place in May instead of June

· GGP has split into two entities:  GGO handles community development and GGP handles commercial properties

Shari asked everyone to send in their completed census forms since it is an important source of demographic information.  It takes three years for the information to be distributed.  Shari also wants to hold a roundtable for businesses that may not know about revitalization.  They could also participate in talks on transportation.
CHAIR’S REPORT

Barb had nothing to report.  She has been in a discussion with Andy Stack about holding a board chair’s meeting.

MANAGER’S REPORT

The manager’s report (file copy attached) was submitted in writing.  *Item #4:  Fred made a motion, seconded by Shari, to donate $50 to the Cindy La Rue Co-Rec Softball League.  The motion passed unanimously.  *Item #5:  Shari stated that CA’s new capital project process is part of CA President, Phil Nelson’s six-year plan to cut 5% across the board.  *Item #2:  Shari said that CA is considering impervious surfaces in CA parking lots.  Anne stated that a conference call to discuss the upcoming ERC roundtable will take place tomorrow between Steve Sattler and the village managers
