The regular board meeting was called to order at 7:30 p.m. by Barb Seely.  Board members Fred Niziol, Marguerite Walsh, Sara Dillier and Lorraine Kelly, Council Representative Shari Zaret, Village Manager Anne Brinker, and Operations Coordinator Jill Bartos were present.  Mr. Kim, owner of Huntington Deli & Mart, his representative/translator Mr. Whang, and a dozen residents also attended.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA & MINUTES

The amended agenda was approved unanimously, revising the title of #3.   The minutes of the February 3, 2010 board meeting were approved unanimously.
RESIDENT SPEAK OUT

There were no residents present for Resident Speak Out
PRESENTATION WITH MR. KIM & RESULTS OF COMMUNITY SURVEY
Barb said that at the June 18, 2008 board meeting, two motions were passed unanimously: one to support denial of the Deli’s request for an alcohol license and another asking CA to support our board’s position.  Before the hearing, Anne and Barb informed Mr. Kim of the board’s position.  He decided to withdraw the application and gave input into the survey which was created to assess whether or not residents were in favor of the sale of beer and wine at the Huntington Deli & Mart.  
Anne reviewed the survey results (file copies attached).  The survey was available online as well as in paper form at the Deli and Amherst House from July through December 2009.   Residents were asked to provide their street name and zip code in order to determine how many respondents were Kings Contrivance residents.  Approximately 91% of the respondents were KC residents.  Out of 456 responses, 284 were opposed and 172 were in favor of the sale of beer and wine.  Barb asked the board members if anyone wanted to rescind the motions passed in June 2008 and no one wanted to.  After a resident questioned why there could be no further discussion, Barb explained that no discussion is necessary since the motions taken in June 2008 still stand and Stevi pointed out that only the county has the power to approve or disapprove an application for a liquor license.  When Barb asked Mr. Whang if Mr. Kim has decided to re-apply yet, Mr. Whang said he has not and that Mr. Kim feels he must listen to the community.
APPOINTMENT OF ELECTION COMMITTEE
Lorraine made a motion, seconded by Sara, to appoint Jeffrey Meyers, chair, Al Doong, Mahfuzur Rahman, Jean  Salkeld and John Howe to the Election Committee.  The motion passed unanimously.

BOARD MEMBER SPEAK OUT
· Lorraine announced that she has decided not to run for re-election.  Barb thanked her for her service.  
· Fred told Barb that she did a wonderful job managing the presentation about the survey results.  Sara thanked Anne for developing and tallying the survey.  
· Barb spoke out that she thinks it is a conflict of interest for the Long Reach Council Representative, Russell Swatek, to be involved with Taxpayers Against Giveaways (which is collecting signatures to bring portions of CB 28/29 to referendum in November).   Shari stated that this is not a violation of a code of ethics although she is concerned that this might pull energy from the CA Board’s goals and objectives and cause discord.
COUNCIL REP’S REPORT

Shari reported that the CA FY11 and conditional FY12 Budget were passed including the following: 
· gym towels will continue to be provided by adding $2 per month to membership fees

· two part-time community organizer positions were approved for Oakland Mills and Wilde Lake villages

· Watershed Manager position was approved

· Phil Nelson is reducing operating costs by 5% across the board

· A separate grant has been committed for the Festival of the Arts  
· Phase I of Symphony Woods is beginning; money has been budgeted to refurbish the lakefront, including completing the path around Lake Kittamaqundi
· some fee restructuring of the golf courses will take place.  
Shari said that the CA board discussed the possibility of changing the use of some of the tot lots, but that would need to be studied and have community input.  The next village roundtable, during the ERC meeting, will be the first week in June.  Steve Sattler will survey villages asking for discussion items in addition to discussing village master plans.  One of the CA board goals is to examine redeveloping the pathway system to connect villages to Town Center, possibly looking at uses for the extra-wide spinal system.  Shari reported that CA is moving into Phase I of dredging Lake Kittamaqundi, Wilde Lake and Lake Elkhorn.  She also reported that Phil Nelson is restructuring the CA budget process for next year.  Shari commended Barb for her great presentation at the budget testimony hearing.
CHAIR’S REPORT

Barb had nothing to report.
MANAGER’S REPORT

Anne reported that the vestibule roof has been replaced and CA has also agreed to replace the sconces.  Barb asked when the carpet will be replaced and Anne expects the building renovation to take place next winter.  A catered luncheon has been planned by CA and the villages to thank the CA Open Space, Construction and Landscaping crews for their tremendous efforts during the recent snowstorms.  The luncheon will take place on St. Patrick’s Day at Kahler Hall.  
Anne also reported that the recent audit has been completed and no adjustments needed to be made.  Regarding the upcoming KC elections, there are three full-term seats up for election and one one-year seat (to complete the remainder of Evan Coren’s term).  Fred made a motion, seconded by Lorraine, to appoint a board member for a one-year term.  Members discussed whether all four seats should be elected.  After discussion, the motion passed unanimously.
