KINGS CONTRIVANCE BOARD MEETING MINUTES

The regular board meeting was called to order at 7:30 p.m. by Barb Seely.  Board members Evan Coren, Lorraine Kelly, Fred Niziol, and Sara Dillier, Council Representative Shari Zaret, Covenant Advisor Stephanie Moore, Operations Coordinator Jill Bartos, and one resident were present.  Board member Marguerite Walsh and Village Manager Anne Brinker were absent.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA AND MINUTES

The agenda was approved unanimously, postponing board goals worksession.  The minutes of the August5, 2009 board meeting were approved unanimously.
RESIDENT SPEAK OUT

Fred thanked board members for providing their opinions via email on his Hideaway paving question. 
ARCHITECTURAL ISSUES

9411 Spring Water Path – After discussion about several covenant violations, Evan made a motion seconded by Lorraine, to send a 15-day violation letter to the owner.  7224 Cadence Court – After discussion of unresolved covenant violations, Lorraine made a motion, seconded by Sara, to send a 15-day violation letter to the owner. 
BOARD MEMBER SPEAK OUT

Lorraine said that she spoke with the manager of Harris Teeter who had the traffic signs moved back into position in front of the store.  Lorraine also spoke out about her concerns that yard sale signs put up by residents are not being removed.  Discussion followed.  Since only real estate directional signs are permitted by the county, Stevi will place a reminder in the Crown Prints about the county sign code.  Lorraine voiced her concerns about overgrown foliage covering street signs.  Jill will place information in the Crown Prints asking residents to call HC Highway Maintenance when they notice signs that are hidden by trees which need to be trimmed.
Evan spoke out about the passage of CB29 and how proud he is of the work our village board put into their testimony.  Barb suggested a thank you note be sent to County Councilwoman Jennifer Terrasa and her special assistant, Mary Kay (file copy attached).  Sara thanked the KCCA Board and staff for Hollie Mlynarczyk’s memorial gathering, which was held on August 22nd at Amherst House.  
Barb reported that last night several fire trucks responded to a fire at the Pines Condominiums and that a chimney fire burned one section of a unit.
Lorraine commented that she thinks the board should discuss supporting more frequent dredging of the lakes.  She feels that if the village community supports the idea, Chick Rhodehamel, Director, CA Open Space, should have an easier time requesting funding from upcoming budget proposals.  Shari said that the recommendations contained in the report of the Watershed Management Committee will be included in the 2011/12 CA Budget.
COUNCIL REP’S REPORT

Shari submitted a written report on recent CA committee meetings (file copy attached) and highlighted the following items:

· Passage of CB-29 by the HC Council
· First pre-budget input meeting to be held on Sept. 9th
· The ERC will host presentations on Symphony Woods park development plan on Sept. 16th & 26th.
· The CA Board passed a 2010 Quality Plan (Fred asked for a copy and Shari will find out if it is available online)
· CA drafted a letter to the HC Planning Board regarding the Symphony Woods park plan, since CA’s plan is different from GGP’s plan
Shari spoke about Bob Tennenbaum’s request to CA for support of his petition to Preservation Maryland regarding four buildings and the promenade on the lakefront.  Shari said that this is not the type of preservation which makes it impossible to do anything to the buildings and that even young buildings can be designated as architectural sites.  She said that two of the four buildings were designed by the architect Frank Gehry.  No vote was taken by CA.  After discussion, Fred made a motion, seconded by Evan, to inform CA that the Kings Contrivance Village Board supports Mr. Tannenbaum’s petition to Preservation Maryland.  The motion passed unanimously.
Shari said that future agendas for the ERC, which she serves on, include revitalization, environmental sustainability, and the Berkely Initiative (a community program that supports low cost loans for residents for “green” types of renovation work).  No action has been taken on this.  The ERC hopes to discuss this, and other sustainability ideas, at a future village roundtable.
CHAIR’S REPORT

Barb had nothing to report.
MANAGER’S REPORT

The manager’s report (file copy attached) was submitted in writing.  To recognize the birth of Anne Brinker’s baby on September 1, Evan made a motion, seconded by Fred to send flowers from the board and staff, in the amount of $50, to Anne & her husband.  The motion passed unanimously.  The board approved the advertisement for the pamphlet for the Multi-cultural Festival of the Orthodox Church of St. Matthew (file copy attached).
