KINGS CONTRIVANCE BOARD MEETING MINUTES

The regular board meeting was called to order at 7:30 p.m. by Barb Seely.  Board members Brian Dunn, Sara Dillier, Marguerite Walsh, and Fred Niziol, Council Representative Shari Zaret, Village Manager Anne Brinker, Covenant Advisor Stephanie Moore and Operations Coordinator Jill Bartos were present.  Steve Sattler and Shelia Green, CA Communications, resident Shaun Settles, and prospective board member Marlena Jareaux also attended.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA AND MINUTES

The agenda was approved unanimously. The revised minutes of the June 16, 2010 board meeting were approved unanimously.  
RESIDENT SPEAK OUT

There were no residents present for resident speak out.
ARCHITECTURAL ISSUES
7506 New Grace Mews – The owner, Shaun Settles, asked if the issues were resolved to the board’s satisfaction and stated that he wants to comply with the rules.  Board members noted that the property shows significant improvement and Stevi is recommending that the case be closed.  She explained that covenant enforcement is a complaint-driven process and if the board votes to close the case, she will notify CA to remove the lot file flags and denial of access.  After discussion, Marguerite made a motion, seconded by Fred, to close this ARC case.  The motion passed unanimously.  Shari thanked Mr. Settles for coming, stating that the process works when we can address each other and explain the process.  9401 Sunfall Court—After discussion about the missing siding and exposed insulation, Marguerite made a motion, seconded by Fred, to send a 15-day violation letter to the owner.  The motion passed, with Brian abstaining.  8047 Andiron Lane – After discussion about the unapproved shed, Fred made a motion, seconded by Sara, to send a 15-day violation letter to the owner.  The motion passed unanimously.
STEVE SATTLER, DIRECTOR OF CA COMMUNICATIONS & MARKETING
Steve introduced himself and Shelia Green, Manager of Communications & Community Relations.  Steve said that he is visiting all the village boards to ask for feedback on CA’s plan to improve communication between CA and the community.  He has instituted a monthly calendar in the Columbia Flier, increased distribution of the CA Monthly newspaper, and improved search capabilities on their website.  In an attempt to find out what residents want and what device should be used to deliver information, they are researching social media sites on the web.  Board members made suggestions such as: the importance of face to face discussions with CA regarding village issues; developing a web page for village board members only; holding CA events where the agenda is not planned; and the importance of board members knowing the background information of issues before they are printed in the newspaper.  
DISCUSSION OF SAFETY FORUM FORMAT
Anne said that this will be an educational forum presented by Officer Miller.  Large index cards will be passed out for residents to write questions on.  Shari will speak about the board’s ongoing focus of safety in our village and CA’s new partnership with the police department.  The board asked Anne to say a few words to open the forum which will last approximately an hour.  Board members discussed the Huntington Room setup and seating of board members.  
BOARD MEMBER SPEAK OUT
· Marlena Jareaux introduced herself (see attached letter of interest)
· Fred suggested a candidate’s night be planned for after the primary election so residents can meet the candidates.  This will be planned for Wednesday, September 29 at 7:30pm.
· Marguerite had a wonderful trip to Russia
· Brian asked if there have been other developments regarding utilizing social networking websites.  Anne said that Steve Sattler is scheduling free training for village managers on Twitter, My Space and Facebook.  He is also working on a reservation program for the villages that CA would fund.
COUNCIL REP’S REPORT
Shari thanked everyone for their support during this past month.  She reported that the CA Board will meet tomorrow night in closed session.
CHAIR’S REPORT
Barb reported that at the Contingency Fund meeting in June the committee had a lengthy discussion about the structure of the fund and the criteria that must be met before villages can request funds.  Michelle Miller is going to research which villages are within the 10% guideline.  A committee is being formed to re-write the guidelines for requesting funds from the Contingency Fund.
MANAGER’S REPORT
The manager’s report (file copy attached) was submitted in writing.  *Item #4:  Anne has 5 copies of CA’s FYll Budget.  *Item #8:  Anne reviewed the Amherst House Returned Questionnaires (file copy attached) which compares the results of the last two years’ rental questionnaires.  
Anne said that Greg Hamm, GGP, and Jen Terrasa, HC Council, have been confirmed for the August 18 board meeting.  Barb asked Anne to remind Stevi to ask the RAC members what changes they would like to see in the Architectural Guidelines.  Anne mentioned that she has been looking at other villages’ guidelines and that there is some good language we might incorporate into our guidelines.  Barb also suggested she look at the applications which were “approved with provisions” to see if some of those provisions should be incorporated.
