KINGS CONTRIVANCE BOARD MEETING MINUTES

REGULAR BOARD MEETING

WEDNESDAY, JUNE 16, 2010

The regular board meeting was called to order at 7:30 p.m. by Barb Seely.  Board members Brian Dunn, Sara Dillier, Fred Niziol, Village Manager Anne Brinker, and Operations Coordinator Jill Bartos were present.  Council Representative Shari Zaret and Board member Marguerite Walsh were absent.  Officer Sarah Miller, Candace Dobson-Reed, HC Government, and three residents attended.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA AND MINUTES

The agenda was approved unanimously. The minutes of the June 2, 2010 board meeting were approved unanimously.  
RESIDENT SPEAK OUT

There were no residents present for resident speak out.
INTRODUCTION OF OFFICER SARAH MILLER
Officer Miller is the Community Resource Officer for the villages of Owen Brown and Kings Contrivance.  She facilitates communication between the community and the police department.  She provides the extra assistance that a patrol officer would not have time for and additionally addresses community issues such as starting Neighborhood Watch groups.  On July 21, Officer Miller and Roger Holtgren, the civilian liaison for Oakland Mills, will attend KCCA’s Community Forum on Safety.  They will give a presentation to residents and hand out pamphlets on safety issues.  
Officer Miller stated that the police beats were recently realigned, and a third beat was added, which will result in shorter response times.  Kings Contrivance, which used to be part of N. Laurel beat, is now included with Owen Brown and Oakland Mills.  In the first two quarters for this year, the number of calls for service have decreased from 453 calls last year to 409 this year.  The website, www.HCPD.org contains information about crime in the “Daily Bulletin” section.  Officer Miller will present KC crime statistics during her slide show presentation on July 21st.  She recommended that residents always call the police non-emergency number 410-313-2200 if they observe any suspicious activity.
CANDACE DOBSON-REED, HC COMMUNITY LIAISON
Ms. Reed is the Community Liaison for the Howard County Executive.  She deals with complex issues and advised the board that if there are any issues which necessitate a community meeting she will be happy to help.  She works closely with the police regarding crime and the Dept. of Public Works regarding street lights.  Legislation was passed which requires cable companies to repair damaged cable boxes, bury exposed cables, etc. within 14 days of complaint or the cable company will be fined.  She advised Anne to forward any outstanding issues to her and she will notify the Cable Administration Office.  Ms. Reed will attend the July 21st Community Forum.
APPROVAL OF EOY FINANCIAL REPORTS & FACILITY USE REPORT
Anne presented the End of the Year Financial Reports and the Facility Use Report for FY10, reviewing certain items and answering questions.  After discussion, Fred made a motion, seconded by Sara, to approve the FY10 End of the Year Financial Reports and Facility Use Report.  The motion passed unanimously.  
BOARD MEMBER SPEAK OUT
· Brian asked about GGP and the downtown plan.  Barb stated Greg Hamm said that the construction of Phase One would not begin for 3-4 years and that GGP is out of bankruptcy and committed to the project.  CA is proceeding with the development of Symphony Woods.  Barb asked Anne to contact Jen Terrasa for information on when GGP might begin construction.  
· Fred spoke about the board position vacancy and said that applicants, who were not former board members, should be required to attend three meetings.   Board members agreed that this provision should be added to the other board member applicant requirements.
· Fred suggested that small wind turbines could be used at village offices for power.  Anne will mention this to CA.  Sara suggested that a “bloombox”, a small box with solar panels and chemicals, could be used to generate electricity year-round for a very small cost.
· Barb asked Anne to ask the Forbo Flooring consultant to provide a list of facilities which are closer to Columbia.  Anne said that Owen Brown will have their flooring installed by early September which board members can view.
Anne mentioned that Owen Brown is using our Meeting Room as of June 23 since their building is closed for renovations.  

CHAIR’S REPORT

Barb announced that she just found out that she is on the Contingency Fund committee this year which is meeting on June 22nd.  Anne said they are going to be discussing the villages’ request for $2,000 each to cover the additional increase in audit fees for the second cycle of village association audits.  The majority of villages were in favor of requesting funds from the contingency fund.  Barb said that villages should be able to budget for this or use their reserve funds and that the contingency fund should be used for emergency situations, such as a village office needing help to pay bills while they are closed for renovations.
MANAGER’S REPORT
The manager’s report (file copy attached) was submitted in writing.  *Item #2:  Anne is concerned that the HC Fire Marshall may reduce the Huntington Room banquet seating capacity from 100 to approximately 60.  *Item #5:  Anne said that they do not know yet how much profit was made on the Columbia Home Tour.  *Item #10:  Anne will continue to advertise the open board seat for a couple more months and reduce the ad to one line.
Barb will be out of town July 23-30, Sara will be taking vacation in August, and Brian will check his vacation dates.
