KINGS CONTRIVANCE BOARD MEETING MINUTES

REGULAR BOARD MEETING

The regular board meeting was called to order at 7:30 p.m. by Barb Seely.  Board members Brian Dunn, Sara Dillier, Fred Niziol, Marguerite Walsh, Village Manager Anne Brinker, and Operations Coordinator Jill Bartos were present.  Council Representative Shari Zaret was absent.  The CA pool staff and resident John Howe attended.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA AND MINUTES

The agenda was approved unanimously. The minutes of the May 19, 2010 board meeting were approved unanimously.  
RESIDENT SPEAK OUT

There were no residents present for resident speak out.
RAC INTERVIEW
Board members interviewed resident John Garber who is interested in becoming a member of the RAC.  After discussion, Marguerite made a motion, seconded by Sara, to appoint John Garber to serve on the KC Resident Architectural Committee.  The motion passed unanimously.
AQUATICS DEPARTMENT & KC POOL STAFF
Ken Zachmann, Eastside Lifequard Supervisor, introduced the pool staff that rotate among all three neighborhood pools: Manager, Preston Wolter, and Assistant Managers Meg Harley, Chelsea Watkins and Michael Murray (Steven Clement was absent).  Ken spoke about the reduced pool hours while school is in session.  The pools which are closed to residents during this time are used for swim team practice and to train lifeguards.  The pools which are open to resident are less crowded as a result.  The closings result in less electricity and chemical usage which help cut costs.  
Ken reported that the Dickinson baby pool has been resurfaced and the new decking drains very well.  MacGill’s Common furniture has been refurbished with new strapping.  Ken discussed the inclement weather policy and Barb asked the managers to notify Amherst House when pools are closed.  There is a new computer system where residents can load money on a pool card.  Anne asked Ken to notify her in early spring about the pool time changes so that we can announce the times in the newsletter.
NENA GOOZNER, FORBO FLOORING SYSTEMS

Nena Goozner, Account Executive, gave a presentation on the construction and benefits of Marmoleum flooring which is being considered for the Huntington Room.  The material is marbleized linoleum which is primarily made of linseed and non-toxic.  It has a 5 year limited manufacturer’s warranty on the product.  Board members asked several questions about staining, durability and maintenance.  Nena stated that the floor has a non-polyurethane finish which resists staining and is very easy to maintain using a neutral Ph cleaner.  It would need to be buffed approximately every three months which makes the flooring “snap back”.  
Barb stated that she wants a floor which is elegant and durable and doesn’t think that this flooring is elegant.  Marguerite expressed concerns about durability.  Nena said that possible damage, such as holes caused by high heels, would be repairable.  She will compile a list of businesses where the flooring has been installed so that board members can visit and view the flooring.  
APPROVAL OF FY11 BOARD GOALS

Fred made a motion, seconded by Marguerite, to approve the FY11 Board Goals.  The motion passed unanimously.
BOARD MEMBER SPEAK OUT
· Fred spoke about the board position vacancy and suggested that applicants could be required to attend one or two meetings.   He will email some ideas to members to discuss at the next meeting.
· Marguerite spoke out about the possibility of purchasing professional photographs of our area to decorate the walls of Amherst House.  Discussion followed about several ideas for displaying artwork such as a village-wide photo contest, having a rotating art gallery to showcase local artists’ work, possibly annually, and a silent auction.
CHAIR’S REPORT

Barb was very enthusiastic about the glossy paper and color graphics of the latest issue of the Crown Prints.  This was printed for free by the Baltimore Sun to compensate for distribution errors during the last few issues.  Brian explained that this Crown Prints was printed digitally rather than using the usual offset process.  The digital process is much more costly, however Brian will look into printing costs at some other companies.
MANAGER’S REPORT
The manager’s report (file copy attached) was submitted in writing.  *Item #1: Board members asked what they can do for Shari during her illness and Anne suggested delivering meals to Shari.  Anne reported that Hammond H.S. is the only school which has responded to the board’s letters to village school principals inviting them to attend a board meeting.
*Item #5:  At this time only one homeowner’s association has indicated interest in attending a meeting with the HC police on July 17th to discuss village crime.  Anne suggested that they be invited to the board meeting on June 16th.  Barb asked Anne to send the associations a reminder postcard first to see if more homeowner associations respond.  Regarding the July 21st Community Forum on Safety, Barb suggested that residents be given index cards to write down their questions on their way into the forum and have them answered after Officer Miller finishes her presentation.  Anne will also invite the village merchants and KIMCO.  
Marguerite stated that she will be out of the country on June 16th.
