KINGS CONTRIVANCE BOARD MEETING MINUTES

The regular board meeting was called to order at 7:30 p.m. by Barb Seely.  Board members Brian Dunn, Sara Dillier, Fred Niziol, Marguerite Walsh, Council Representative Shari Zaret, Village Manager Anne Brinker, and Operations Coordinator Jill Bartos were present.  Residents Lynn Juliano and Carol Loeb also attended.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA AND MINUTES

The agenda was approved as written. The minutes of the April 21, 2010 board meeting were approved unanimously with Brian abstaining.  
RESIDENT SPEAK OUT

There were no residents present for resident speak out.
ELECTION OF BOARD OFFICERS, ARCHITECTURAL COMMITTEE OFFICERS & VILLAGE MANAGER
Barb Seely was re-elected Chair, Marguerite Walsh was elected 1st Vice-Chair and Sara Dillier was re-elected 2nd Vice-Chair of the KC Village Board.  All officers were elected unanimously. 
Fred Niziol was elected Chair, Brian Dunn was elected to the position of 1st Vice-Chair, and Sara Dillier was elected to the position of 2nd Vice-Chair of the KC Architectural Committee.  All officers were elected unanimously.

Anne Brinker was re-elected unanimously as Village Manager.

Fred made a motion, seconded by Sara, to appoint Anne Brinker and Stephanie Moore to act of behalf of the Columbia Association.  The motion passed unanimously.  Anne handed out the Acknowledgements of Fiduciary Responsibility for board signatures.  The names of the officers of the Architectural Committee will be submitted to CA.  Anne asked Marguerite to come by to add her signature on the bank account.
RESIDENTS REQUESTING SUPPORT FOR A 4 POSTER DEER SYSTEM IN KC
Lynn Juliano and Carol Loeb live on White Spring Way.  The homes in their cul-de-sac back up to a large open space area which has a high deer population.  Lynn said that there have been 26 cases of Lyme disease out of 22 homes and they are asking the board to support CA installing the 4 poster deer system in our village.  Each system costs approximately $900 initially and $3600 a year to maintain.  Lynn showed photos of the system which rolls an insecticide on the animals’ necks as they bend to eat.  According to Lynn, studies have shown the system to be very effective, with a 98% reduction in deer ticks within 3 years.  This is an issue which Shari researched last year.  She will follow-up with Phil Nelson as he is interested in instituting a 4 poster system pilot program in Columbia similar to Howard County.  Shari will suggest the area near White Spring Way as a possible location for one of the two systems.  Carol Loeb displayed 4 large binders which were filled with her daughter’s medical records for her treatment of Lyme disease over the past nine years.  She stated that it is the fastest-growing infectious disease in the county.  After further discussion, the board unanimously approved a motion to support CA’s purchase and maintenance of two 4 poster deer systems and their placement on CA Open Space in the Kings Contrivance village. 
REVIEW FY10 BOARD GOALS AND ADOPT FY11 BOARD GOALS
The board discussed last year’s goals.  Several changes and additions were made by the board.  Anne will make the revisions for the board to approve at the next meeting (file copy attached).  The board unanimously passed a resolution stating that they made good progress towards the FY10 Goals.
BOARD MEMBER SPEAK OUT
Fred said that Howard County sent letters to residents informing them that some portions of the county and CA trail system are being closed due to the parallel sewer project and that any disturbed ground will be graded, seeded and mulched.  Fred is attending a memorial service tomorrow in Ellicott City as part of National Police Week.  Fred also stated that May 13 is the day designated by Howard County for residents to spend 20 minutes picking up trash in their neighborhoods.  Participants can submit their name and number of trash bags collected to the county, via their website, and get recognition.  
Sara reported that the meeting last Saturday with the scouts went well and she thanked Hillary for her assistance.  As a result of the presentation given by Sara and Hillary, the scouts want to be involved in the storm drain stenciling project.  Brian stated that he looks forward to working with everyone and talked about his background.  Marguerite mentioned a letter which the village received from a resident who feels that the new lighting on Vollmerhausen Rd. is too bright.  Anne said that the county is looking into the situation since several residents have complained.  The board is in support of the recently installed street lights.  Barb reported that she and Anne Dodd attended a reception honoring Delegate Guy Guzzone as ARC of Howard County’s Volunteer of the Year.  
COUNCIL REP’S REPORT

Shari submitted a written report (file copy attached) on the last CA Board meeting of the year.  Each committee is working on a series of strategic goals and objectives.  She reviewed the major items that the next CA Board will continue working on:

· The Legislative Advisory Committee will bring in residents to monitor state legislation
· Residential Renewable Energy Sources 

· Enhancements to the pathway system, such as bike lanes for cyclists

· Business roundtable 

· Quality Plan metrics & Key Indicators

· Evaluate implementation of CA recycling program

· Groundbreaking for Phase I Symphony Woods Park project

· Lakefront Revitalization plan – more pedestrian friendly; complete pathway around the lake
