KINGS CONTRIVANCE BOARD MEETING MINUTES

REGULAR BOARD MEETING

WEDNESDAY, JULY 20, 2011

Following an architectural appeal, the regular board meeting was called to order at 7:30 p.m. by Barb Seely.  Board members Fred Niziol, Brian Dunn, Pete Maheridis, and Phillip Gilbert, Council Representative Shari Zaret, Village Manager Anne Brinker and Operations Coordinator Jill Bartos were present.  Senator James Robey and the Howard County Delegates, Shane Pendergrass, Frank Turner and Guy Guzzone also attended.  Board member Marguerite Walsh was absent.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA AND MINUTES

The agenda was approved unanimously as written.  The minutes of the June 15, 2011 board meeting were approved unanimously as written.  
RESIDENT SPEAK OUT

There were no residents present for resident speak out.
ART GALLERY
Anne and Marguerite met with photographer and village resident Dennis Gilbert recently to discuss ideas for displaying local artists’ works in Amherst House.  One artist could be featured every 3-4 months and display several pieces of art in the lobby and hallway.  They discussed having Dennis’ photos of nature scenes hung in the fall and soliciting letters of interest from area artists for future displays.  A committee would choose the artists as well as specify size and number of pieces and framing requirements.  Artwork could be sold and KCCA could take a 5% commission.  
Anne is reviewing the contract that Wilde Lake Community Association currently uses for their artists.  According to CA, there would be no extra insurance premium if the value of the total collection is less than 10K.  This would be a special project of the Village Board as village staff does not have the resources to take on this project.  Anne will add this item to the August 17th board agenda when Marguerite will be present.
2011 LEGISLATIVE WRAP-UP
Senator Robey talked about the results of the past year in Annapolis (file copy attached).  He said that the structural deficit has been reduced by 40% this year through budget cuts.  Over $11 million in state funds has been allocated for Howard County projects.  Delegate Guzzone stated that Howard County is fortunate to have fiscal stability and that funds have been committed to several new buildings at Howard Community College.  Maryland still retains its AAA bond rating, one of only 8 states to do so.

Delegate Turner spoke about the horseracing and gaming industry.  He reported that two facilities which are operating provided $50 million to the Educational Trust Fund.  He expects another facility to open in Anne Arundel Co. next year and that eventually five facilities will operate throughout the state, possibly with hotels and convention centers.  Delegate Pendergrass said that the committee she serves on set up a future online Health Care Exchange where residents may choose and purchase health insurance in compliance with changes in the federal Affordable Care Act which will be complete in 2014.
DISCUSSION OF VILLAGE CENTER BOUNDARIES FOR MASTER PLANNING PROCESS
Board members discussed possible boundaries for the master village plan using aerial maps provided by Jane Dembner, CA Director of Community Planning.  After discussion, Fred made a motion, seconded by Pete, to define the boundaries for the village master plan as encompassing the area within the Hammond H.S. property line, Guilford Road., Eden Brook Drive and Sweet Hours Way (see attached map).   The motion passed unanimously.  The next step is to submit the boundaries to Jane who will register them with the county and obtain detailed maps.  Once these maps are received, an informal “walk-about” will be scheduled to get residents’ opinions on what they would like to see incorporated into the future design of the village center. The board will also start looking for members for a Village Center Master Plan Committee.

BOARD MEMBER SPEAK OUT
Shari thanked Anne for having a “no dumping” sign posted in Macgill’s Common.  Anne said that land management is working on removal of the debris that has been dumped.  Phil stated that he would like the board to support the liquor license application submitted by The Corner Stable restaurant which may be moving into our village center this fall.  Barb reported that she spoke with Councilwoman Terrasa who thinks that the license will be granted.  The owner has not signed a lease yet.  After discussion, Fred made a motion, seconded by Shari, to support The Corner Stable’s request for a liquor license and to appoint Barb to testify at the liquor board hearing on their behalf if necessary.  The motion passed unanimously.
COUNCIL REPRESENTATIVE’S REPORT
Shari reported on the July 14 CA board meeting (file copy of agenda attached) and highlighted the following:
· Closure signage (dusk to dawn) was approved for Tot Lot KC14

· Policy concerning board and staff responsibilities was approved

· Alternative Energy Program Prospectus was approved
· Audio recordings of CA Board meetings will be posted on the CA website

· The President’s FY12 goals were approved

· Cy Paumiler’s request for funding to create a Lakefront/Town Center concept plan was approved 
· The Financial Advisory Committee is seeking additional members
· FY13/14 Budget Process Schedule was approved
· Planning & Strategy Committee continues to work on strategy

· External Relations Committee is visiting each village and will be at the August 17th KC Village Board meeting

MANAGER’S REPORT

Anne reviewed the manager’s report (file copy attached):  *Item #2:  Howard County is beginning curbside bulk item collection in August (file copy attached) and we will no longer host Dumpster Days.  *Item #5:  A juvenile from Laurel has been arrested for setting the Huntington Park playground on fire last month.  The playground is currently closed however the county will replace it in the near future.
