The regular board meeting was called to order at 7:30 p.m. by Barb Seely.  Board members Marguerite Walsh, Fred Niziol, Pete Maheridis, and Phillip Gilbert, Village Manager Anne Brinker, Covenant Advisor Stephanie Moore and Operations Coordinator Jill Bartos were present.  Board member Brian Dunn and Council Representative Shari Zaret were absent.  John Herdson, CA Aquatics, and the village pool staff were present.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA AND MINUTES

The revised agenda was approved, moving the Aquatics Update behind Resident Speak Out.  The minutes of the May 18, 2011 board meeting and minutes of the May 18 closed session were approved unanimously.  
RESIDENT SPEAK OUT

There were no residents present for Resident Speak Out.
AQUATICS DEPARTMENT ANNUAL UPDATE
John Herdson, CA Aquatics Director, introduced himself and reported that the Huntington Pool spa is closed due to a voluntary recall of recently installed drains by the Consumer Product Safety Commission.  He handed out fliers for a new program, “Columbia Swims”, which teaches basic swimming skills and water safety (flier attached).  John also announced that non-residents and non-members can now have access to pools by paying a drop-in rate of $15 child/$20 adults.
Ken Zachmann, Eastside Lifequard Supervisor, introduced the pool staff that rotate among all three neighborhood pools, including Manager, Matthew Fitzenreiter, three assistant managers, one lifeguard and two swim team coaches.  Marguerite asked what the pools are surfaced with because she recently scraped and cut her feet at the Dickinson Pool.  John said that an abrasive plaster was put down 3 years ago to prevent slipping and will become less rough over time.  He asked that information about the $100 reward for information on “pool hoppers” (individuals who enter the pools after hours) be published in the Crown Prints as was done last year.  
Stevi asked if the pool staff is aware of flags on residents’ records when access is denied (for covenant violations).  Matthew said they do deny entry and also keep pool cards when the cards are inactive.  John asked if we could advertise the Huntington Dolphin and KC Waves Swim Teams in the Crown Prints and Anne asked him to send information which we can also post on Facebook.  He reported that out of the 23 outdoor pools in Columbia, 10 are open during the week for general swim and the rest are allocated for swim team practices.
ARCHITECTURAL ISSUES
7506 New Grace Mews – Since the violations have been resolved, this complaint is now closed.  7331 Narrow Wind Way – Although the front yard has been mowed and debris was removed from the porch, the backyard is completely overgrown.  The owner was also cited in a second letter for the garage roof.  After discussion, Fred made a motion, seconded by Phil, to flag the lot file and deny access to CA facilities.  The motion passed unanimously.
BOARD MEMBER CONTRIBUTION TO FACEBOOK
Fred suggested that board members start posting items of interest on our Facebook page.  Barb expressed concerns about duplicate posts and negative comments, however since KC staff monitors the page several times a week, duplicate or inappropriate posts would be quickly removed.  Anne encouraged members to post items about events they attend and other items that residents would be interested to know about.  Resident comments are also welcome.  Fred stated that the purpose of our Facebook page is to be interactive.
BOARD MEMBER SPEAK OUT
· Fred reported that the residents of Clocktower Crossing recently had a meeting with Officer Benn about crime in the neighborhood.  Barb said that Officer Benn needs to keep us better informed about where and when crimes are committed in our village.  Anne receives a weekly report but some items are not in the report and she will contact Officer Benn.  Barb said it is important to see patterns in neighborhoods so residents can be alerted.  We can post this information on the Facebook page. 
· Phil spoke out about the tall weeds growing on the concrete medians at the corner of Broken Land Pkwy and Guilford Rd.  Anne will contact Councilwoman Terrasa and Candace Dodson Reed.

MANAGER’S REPORT

Anne reported:
· Tickets are still available for Sunday’s Columbia Home Tour.  A historic home on Broadcloth Way is featured and Anne and Bev will be docents there.  Barb suggested that the tour be held on Saturday next year.  

· On Thursday, June 16, a pre-submission hearing will be held at CA Headquarters for Symphony Woods Park.  Anne read a letter from the architect. (file copy attached)
