The regular board meeting was called to order at 7:30 p.m. by Barb Seely.  Board members Brian Dunn, Marguerite Walsh, Pete Maheridis, and Phillip Gilbert, Village Manager Anne Brinker, Covenant Advisor Stephanie Moore and Operations Coordinator Jill Bartos were present.  Board member Fred Niziol and Council Representative Shari Zaret were absent.  Rick Powell, Dept. of Public Works and several residents also attended.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA AND MINUTES

The revised agenda was approved, removing Board Member Contribution to Facebook and Council Representative’s Report and moving the Closed Session to the end of the meeting.  The minutes of the May 4, 2011 board meeting were approved unanimously.  
RESIDENT SPEAK OUT

There were no residents present for Resident Speak Out.
COVENANT COMPLAINTS FROM TOWNHOUSE ASSOCIATIONS
Anne stated that Stevi has received many complaints regarding covenant violations from townhouse associations that do not have their own architectural process.  Stevi said that this causes problems when there is a delay in sending the complaint to our office without reconfirming the violation or when the violation description is vague.  She would like the associations to be required to send photos and Pete suggested a form letter be designed.  Board members agreed that Stevi should notify the associations that a form letter must be completed when requesting KCCA follow-up on covenant issues and that current photos of the violations must be submitted with the form.
PRESENTATION FROM HOWARD COUNTY ON SWEET HOURS WAY DAM PROJECT

Rick Powell, an engineer with the Storm Water Management Division, Dept. of Public Works, gave a synopsis of the history of the dam project. Mr. Powell showed slides of the Maintenance of Traffic plan.  Initially, one lane of traffic will be open on Sweet Hours Way while a Bailey bridge is constructed.  After the bridge is complete, traffic will be directed to one lane.  The county has not decided yet whether to purchase a traffic signal or to establish which end has the right of way and install a “yield” sign.  Mr. Powell answered several questions from residents: most of the embankment will be replaced; the pathway will not be accessible during the project; the stream will not be adversely affected by increased rainwater; and only street trees will be removed.  

The final product will be similar to the existing dam except the metal pipe will be replaced with a concrete pipe.  The entire project will take approximately three months and work will take place, mainly on weekdays, between 7 a.m. and 4-5 p.m.  The project has been postponed until summer 2012 since the design phase is only at 65% completion at this time and there is not enough time to finish the plans, get the plans approved, and have the utilities relocated before the stream closure deadline of March 1st through June 15th. APPROVAL OF FY12 BOARD GOALS

CHAIR’S REPORT

Barb reported that Kevin Allen, Kimco, has received letters of intent from two groups regarding leasing the space formerly occupied by Michael’s Pub.  Both of these companies have another local restaurant.  He is working with them to draft a plan and he hopes for a decision with the next 30-45 days, after which time the renovations could begin.  Kevin also told Barb that Greenberries sent Kimco a letter stating that they will not be renewing their lease when it expires in approximately 18 months.  Anne said that she received a call from someone interested in that space.  Brian asked if other members would like to have a meeting with village merchants to hear their concerns about the vacancy left by Michael’s Pub and discussion followed.
BOARD MEMBER SPEAK OUT
· Marguerite would like to bring new members up to date on the village center master plan process and asked Anne to give them a copy of the notes from the 2010 Village Round Table meeting on the revitalization process.  Anne will also obtain copies of Oakland Mills’ plan before the meeting with Jane Dembner.  

· Brian congratulated Shari on being elected vice chair of the CA Board.  He also spoke about how a CA board member “blogged” about the details of the election of CA Board officers.  Discussion followed.
MANAGER’S REPORT

The manager’s report (file copy attached) was submitted in writing.  *Item #3:  “Ignite Columbia” will be more of a social event than in the past.  *Item #4:  The board is interested in doing this slide presentation at a future event but does not believe there is enough time to prepare this presentation for the June 30th Ignite Columbia event.  *Item #8:  Columbia Home Tour tickets cost $20 each.  Anne and Bev will be docents at the home in our village.  *Item #7:  The village managers are meeting with Doug Miller, editorial writer, at Amherst House on Friday to discuss the negative editorial in the May 5th Columbia Flier.
