KINGS CONTRIVANCE BOARD MEETING MINUTES

The regular board meeting was called to order at 7:30 p.m. by Barb Seely.  Board members Brian Dunn, Fred Niziol, Marguerite Walsh, Pete Maheridis, and Phillip Gilbert, Council Representative Shari Zaret, Village Manager Anne Brinker, Covenant Advisor Stephanie Moore and Operations Coordinator Jill Bartos were present.  Residents Sara Dillier and Janet Esch also attended.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA AND MINUTES

The agenda was approved as written. The minutes of the April 20, 2011 board meeting were approved unanimously with Phillip and Pete abstaining.  
RESIDENT SPEAK OUT

Resident Janet Esch, a member of the Dorsey Hall Garden Club, voiced her concerns about the need to keep leaves out of drains and to reduce storm water runoff from yards in order to protect our watershed.  She handed out a brochure about creating rain gardens (file copy attached) and asked that the village provide leadership with this initiative.  Shari advised her that CA currently has 18 watershed projects and that she should contact John McCoy, CA Watershed Manager to add this project to the next budget cycle.  Anne outlined several ways that the village has been proactive in improving the environment: the KC Environmental Committee organizes storm drain stenciling and annual cleanups of streams and open space; master gardeners give lectures each year; and the architectural guidelines were recently revised and incorporate more green guidelines.  Anne asked Janet to submit an account of how she installed a rain garden and we will post it on our website.  
ELECTION OF BOARD OFFICERS, ARCHITECTURAL COMMITTEE OFFICERS & VILLAGE MANAGER

Barb Seely was re-elected Chair, Marguerite Walsh was re-elected 1st Vice-Chair and Brian Dunn was elected to the position of  2nd Vice-Chair of the KC Village Board.  All officers were elected unanimously. 
Fred Niziol was re-elected Chair, Phillip Gilbert was elected to the position of 1st Vice-Chair, and Pete Maheridis was elected to the position of 2nd Vice-Chair of the KC Architectural Committee.  All officers were elected unanimously.  Anne Brinker was re-elected unanimously as Village Manager.

Fred made a motion, seconded by Marguerite, to appoint Anne Brinker and Stephanie Moore to act on behalf of the Columbia Association.  The motion passed unanimously.  Anne handed out the Acknowledgements of Fiduciary Responsibility for board signatures.  The names of the officers of the Architectural Committee will be submitted to CA.  
ARCHITECTURAL ISSUE
7331 Narrow Wind Way – After discussion of the unresolved violations, the board voted unanimously to send a 15-day violation letter to the owner.  Stevi will send a new letter to the resident and add that roof repair is needed.
Architectural training for new board members will be held at 7:00 p.m. on Wednesday, May 18th.  Barb informed Phil and Pete that each member sits as the architectural sign-off person for a month, twice a year.  The sign-off person attends that month’s Resident Architectural Committee meetings on the alternate Wednesdays.
REVIEW FY11 AND DRAFT FY12 BOARD GOALS
The board discussed last year’s goals.  Several changes and additions were made by the board which included additional objectives to make goals more quantifiable.  Anne will make the revisions for the board to approve at the next meeting (file copy attached).  
BOARD MEMBER SPEAK OUT
Fred talked about the recent mugging and car thefts in the Clocktower area.  Several residents met to talk about safety issues, forming a Neighborhood Watch and contacting Officer Benn.  Anne, who meets regularly with Off. Benn, stated that he is looking into following up on the Clocktower issues.  Barb asked Anne to contact him and request increased patrols in the Clocktower area.  
Marguerite and Dennis Gilbert would like to meet with Anne to discuss ideas for decorating Amherst House with photos.  Brian stated that the owner of the tuxedo shop told him his business has definitely decreased since Michael’s Pub closed in March.  Barb responded as part of her Chair’s Report.
CHAIR’S REPORT

Barb reported that she has been in contact with Kevin Allen, Kimco, who said that there have been five restaurant companies interested in the space and one of them has started the evaluation process to get estimates on renovations.  She will continue to call Kevin Allen regularly for updates.
COUNCIL REP’S REPORT

Shari reported on the last CA Board meeting of the year:
· The board accepted End of the Year Reports from various committees

· External Relations (ERC) met with community groups and small businesses

· Watershed Advisory at-large charter amendment went through easily; stream restoration guidelines and recommendations made

· Strategic Implementation gave a presentation on Option B for Symphony Woods Park

· Planning and Strategy (P&S) Committee made recommendations about the initial planning phase of the Lakefront development; may include completion of the path around Lake Kittamaqundi

· Goals and objectives are being defined for the president
· Every plan will have a communication component utilizing all media
MANAGER’S REPORT

Anne handed out the results of the 2011 KC Village Elections (file copy attached).  The board approved a motion to accept the results of the 2011 Kings Contrivance Village Elections with Pete abstaining.  The online contact list for residents has been updated.  Anne reported the following:
· The Huntington Room floor will be repaired on Friday

· The Building a Better Columbia summit will be held on June 30th, 6-9:30pm at Kahler Hall

· John West is retiring from the Senior Advisory Committee and we are looking for a new representative.
· At the CA Business Expo on May 18th, Anne will be there with other village managers to educate businesses on CA services and hand out Amherst House brochures.

· New lobby furniture has arrived; banquet chairs and tables are on order
· Anne received emails from residents who are asking that “no trespassing after dark” signs be placed on the pathway adjacent to Sweet Hours Way (file copies attached).  Fred made a motion, seconded by Pete, to approve the signage.  The motion passed unanimously.  The request will go before the CA Board and if approved, a proposal will be sent to the village citing location of the signage.
